Board Meeting Minutes January 6, 2010

After a discussion of recent problems with unauthorized people on the club property, a motion was made
and seconded to keep the gate locked on weekdays, and by 1:00 on weekends and holidays.

It was suggested that we consider charging a day use fee for guests.

It was noted the club fire extinguisher has disappeared from the field. AMA rules state that flyers with
gas engines may not fly without a fire extinguisher, so members must bring their own fire extinguisher
when flying gas engines.

Cards are being printed and will be available at the field to give to interested people.

Further research and discussion will be held on the possibility of installing a solar charging system as
seen on page 53 of the January 2010 issue of Model Aviation.
