On July 5, Varley Longson, Gary Thompson and | met with Charles Dillon, the man who filed a noise complaint with the
County. Charles is a former private pilot and aviation mechanic who complained to the County about 8 years ago because our
noise bothered him then and has bothered him ever since.

When we visited him at 9AM, a few folks were flying, and
one could hardly hear any noise from our field. He remarked that if this is the way it could always be, he would likesitthat. H
that he has put up with the noise for the last 10 years, and added with vehemence that he is not going to put upheitkit for
10! We got the feeling that he is a very particular man who likes it quiet. From his residence, the traffic on Highwagsl5 sou
like a quiet whisper. He complained about the noise generated by us all day long on Sund&y, Halindited us back to hear
the usual noise level generated on Monday, Wednesday and Fridays. Mondays are the worst. Tuesday and Thursdays are the q
etest; | happen to fly then.

We told him that we are limiting the noise and times that planes can fly. | said that | am trying to get our membéesrto fly t
maneuvers more to the middle and east of the field. He agreed that would be a big help. For now, we are going to post the new
sound rules and monitor their results.

Club Meeting Minutes for June 2010

Welcome to new member, Joachim Hettich (Joe).

Motion was made, seconded and voted to accept the May meeting minutes as published in the Transmitter.

Treasurers Report was accepted, Checking Account has $1,889, Savings Account $11,000, including tractor fund
of $2550.

David Drowns reported that he has received a donation of planes and materials which will be sold at the August
swap meet or the November auction. Remaining items will go into the raffle at the Christmas party.

Reminder that the monthly raffle has been discontinued as it was not paying for itself.
Joe reported that he had seen a large tortoise by the gate. Also be aware of rattlesnakes this time of year.

We have been cleared by the county and do not need permits for any of our remaining structures. To be in compli
ance we have removed the car track, the old barn, and changed the shade structures.

Painting has been completed at the heli field, so now all painting is done. We have used 20 gallons of paint at $94
per 5 gallon container. Larry has asked for help from members to remove rocks and debris as they find them around
the runway as these damage the mower blades.

The club will be hosting the Young Adventurers on July 17. Several members volunteered to help with buying
food and cooking (Dave and John), helping the children build Skystreaks (Bill, Brian and Joe), pilots to demonstrate
flying with both fixed wing and helicopters (Justin, Frank and Clay) and instructors to fly the trainers (Butch, Todd
and John Butler).

Noise Complaint Update:

It has not been established what the county actually wants us to do at this point in time, if anything, however it
was decided that as a good faith effort we should restrict the hours for flying the big gassers, as they seem to be cau
ing most of the problem, and also to control the Db by testing. A motion was made to accept the hours and Db limits
as listed below, and was seconded and approved by the members present. (You can also check item #10 under Flyil
Site Rules)

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Board Meeting Minutes for June 2010

Meeting called to order at 7:00 2 members absent: Joe Buko and Bob Peterson

The meeting was to open with comments from Ray Nemovi, but he did not show up.

There was a short review of the Hel. Fun Fly with E
was necessary and could have been scaled down some. The subject was then tabled for the next board, as they will
making the decisions for the 2011 heli event.

There is an opening for a Heli Chairman, and it was decided to post a notice in the transmitter requesting intereste
candidates to contact the board. Justin is filling in as temporary Heli Chairman until August.

It was decided to fix the club helicopter, which was damaged at the last Monday night training. After it is repaired
the board will discuss whether to keep a heli trainer or sell it.

The cost of fuel for the trainer planes and helicopter was about $500 for the last 12 months, with about $250 worth
of fuel not yet used. A portion of this amount is for the Monday night training sessions, and there were suggestions
to charge $15 per session, to ask for donations from students, or to simply not purchase any additional fuel in an at-
tempt to keep costs down. It was decided not to do any of those things for now, but the instructors did volunteer to be
more aware of fuel use, and to control the number of flights made with club trainers. It should be noted that the fuel
is also used for other occasions such as the upcoming Young Adventurers event.

Joedbs written agenda mentioned that he had heard fr
made arrangements to meet with him at his home, along with Varley and Gary Thompson. They will be seeking
more information as to what times and days are the most offensive so that we can attempt to control noise levels dur
ing those periods. The day and time of this meeti ng

If anyone wants to know the db for their plane, or another plane at the field, they can do readings themselves by
using the club meter and the premeasured marks on the runway.

The db meter is in the shed, and there are blue marks indicate where to place the plane and additional blue marks
25 feet to indicate where to take the readings. The readings should be taken down low, at the level of the plane.

The 4" of July picnic will be going on as planned, with the cooking to start about 11 am. In addition to the usual
fare we will have a birthday cake to celebrate odtisar.

On July 17 the club will be hosting the Young Adventurers group of 15 or so children. The North County Times
has been notified and we hope that they will cover the event.
